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This program was designed to meet the educational and pre-vocational needs of students who have been identified through the IEP process. Instruction is provided in a self-contained classroom and/or within the community.

MATERIALS:


There are various resources and materials that will be utilized throughout the school year in order to meet each individual student’s needs.

OBJECTIVES:


The objectives the students will be working towards for this program include:  



*Becoming as independent as possible in order to become a                   

  

  productive citizen,



*Utilizing functional academics to assist with life skills,



*Learning and utilizing job skills,



*Learning to obtain necessary information, manage money, and manage a 


  home,



*Demonstrating an awareness of appropriate social skills, and



*Demonstrating self-discipline and motivation.

COURSE OUTLINE:


There will be an emphasis on life skills.  We work on areas that will help each student reach maximum potential and become productive independent adults.  Life skill curriculum includes:  interpersonal skills, communication skills, academic and school skills, practical living skills, vocational skills, basic current event knowledge, and problem solving skills.


All students will continue to maintain and achieve all stated goals and benchmarks written on the annual IEP.  As needed, modifications will be used in order to achieve each student’s maximum potential.

COMMUNITY BASED INSTRUCTION (CBI):

Community Based Instruction (CBI) extends the classroom beyond school walls by providing students the opportunity to learn and generalize skills in the environments where they naturally occur.  CBI promotes an individual’s participation in the community. 


Parental support is needed to make this successful for your child.  Please complete the necessary paperwork and assist your child in being prepared for the CBI class (appropriate clothing, money for lunch, and behavioral expectations).
